In line with the concept of a “Medical Specialist” system established
recently, this course is designed to help students to prepare themselves toward a specialist
qualification as well.

Specifically, students study as Common Core Subjects “Introduction to Medical Epidemiology”,
“Biostatistics”, “Practical course in clinical research and epidemiology” together with
Specialized Subjects. As for Specialized Subjects, besides Major subjects, students can receive
guidance from other department or taking the elective programs as a Minor subjects.
