You are not allowed to enter the lottery for subjects that are offered during the same time slots as “English (Speaking, Reading, Writing, Listening)”
and "Basic Mathematical and Data Sciences” for students enrolled in Academic Year 2024, and “English (Integrated English, S&L, R&W)” for
students enrolled in Academic Year 2023.
